Pathways to Graduation

In some cases, students with special needs can choose o graduate with
their peers and enter the post-secondary world at the age of 18. In other
cases, students with special needs can participate in the graduation
ceremony with their peers and return to school in the fall as part of a
transition plan that uses the school as a home base for job placement and

day programming exploration.

It is important to know when adult services wall be made available to your son or dmghter. Sometimes, the vocational
traiming, supported mdependent Inang and day programming options are not funded until the maamum age available
for attendance in the school system has been reached.

This gap in funding can lead to challenges when pursuing post-secondary support senaces. You may want to
initiate some conversations with your current service providers so that you and your child can determine
what the most appropriate pathway tw graduation may be.
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What is Person-Centered Planning?

Person-centered planning works with the student to determine what their hopes and dreams for the
future might be. It then calls upon members of the smdent s support network and other key
indriduals to work together with the student to develop a plan that will meet the student s

needs,nsing available resources or advocating for new or enhanced services. Usnally person-centered
planming addresses four areas of Life including Inang m the commumity with independence,
contributing to community life through volunteensm or paid employment, lifelong learming, and recreational opportunities.
